If your pet requires extra bathing or brushing there will be an additional fee. Any matts found on your pet may prevent us
from bathing your pet, since matts worsen after bathing.

If matts cannot be brushed out easily, your pet will require them to be clipped out for an additional fee of $8.84 per 10
minutes of clipping time. If you choose not to have them clipped out, the bath cannot be done.

If you have selected no and your pet has matts we will not be able to bathe him/her. We recommend taking them to a
professional groomer. Matts worsen over time and can become painful.

A cat or dog at an animal hospital sometimes becomes more stressed and aggressive. In these circumstances we offer bathing
them under sedation for their safety and ours. If you request this service your pet should have been fasted this morning.
Also, please fill out the following:

In preparation for anesthesia, it is required that all animals have bloodwork completed prior to the procedure. Past
bloodwork is only acceptable if performed in the last 6 months. There are 2 presurgical panels we offer; a mini panel that is
$34.05 and a full panel that costs $104.41. If your pet is over 8 years of age the full panel is required. Fees for blood testing
are in addition to the surgery prices. Heartworm tests must be current before anesthetic procedures.
